Scholl stated that the 
next NCLWCA meeting will be on June 8th in Antigo and asked who will be attending so she can send in the 
sign-up sheet.  Sheehan is now gearing up for the field session with cost share projects.  Ritter announced that 
Lumberjack has approved the invasive species survey on the highway right-of-ways.  He also started the purple 
loosestrife project with 16 high school students and 2 teachers this week.  The first phase went extremely well. 
A Rusty Crayfish Public forum will take place on May 31st at the Boulder Junction town hall.  The DNR 
Secretary will be visiting the area on May 18th Ritter was asked to be on hand for some questions.  Scholl 
presented the new website - www.vilasconservation.org  - to the members and stated that it will be going up in 
the next couple of days.
